A technology budget provides for a 

yearly upgrade on existing computers 

with a rotation schedule permitting 

classrooms to have newer computers 

installed yearly.

Gabriel can also flip open a 

laptop to enhance classroom 

studies. With the help of many 

grants and contributions, the 

school has a mobile computer lab . 

It is a cart holding 25 laptop 

computers that travels to the 

classroom, so students have the 

opportunity to apply what they 

have learned in computer class to 

real - life school demands.
